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The name “June” comes from the Latin 
word “Junius,” referring to the ancient 
Roman month dedicated to the goddess 
Juno, the wife of Jupiter and the goddess 
of marriage and childbirth. Juno was an 
important and revered deity in the 
Roman pantheon and was associated 
with the protection of women who were 
pregnant or giving birth.

The name “September” is derived from 
the Latin word “Septem,” which 
signifies “seven.” Originally, in the 
ancient Roman calendar of Romulus 
around 750 BC, September occupied the 
seventh position out of ten months. 
Following a calendar reform that 
introduced January and February, 
September transitioned to the ninth 
month but retained its original name. It 
initially had 29 days until the Julian 
calendar reform, which added an extra 
day.

The name “February” comes from the 
Latin word “Februarius,” which was 
named after the Roman festival of 
Februa, a purification ceremony that 
was held during the month. The festival 
was celebrated in mid-February and was 
a time for Romans to cleanse themselves 
and make offerings to the gods in
preparation for the coming of spring.

The name “May” comes from the Latin 
word “Maius,” referring to the ancient 
Roman festival honouring the goddess 
Maia, who was associated with growth 
and fertility and was one of the Pleiades, 
a constellation of seven stars in the sign 
of Taurus.

The name “March” comes from the 
Latin word “Martius,” which was 
named after the Roman god of war, 
Mars. Mars was one of the most 
important gods in the Roman pantheon
and was revered as the protector of the 
Roman state.

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The name “August” is named after 
Augustus Caesar, the first Roman 
emperor. In 8 BC, the Roman Senate 
renamed the month of Sextilis to 
“Augustus” in honour of Augustus, 
who was born in that month. With the 
renaming of the month in honour of 
Augustus, it became a symbol of his 
power and the beginning of a new era in 
Roman history. In the early Roman 
calendar, August was the sixth month 
and was associated with the height of 
the summer season and the harvest 
season.

The name “January” comes from the 
Roman calendar and is derived from the 
Roman god Janus. Janus was the god of 
beginnings and endings, passages, and 
time and was often depicted with two 
faces, one looking to the past and one to 
the future.

The name “December” comes from
the Latin word “Decembris,” which
means “tenth.” In the early Roman
calendar, December was the tenth 
month and was associated with the start
of winter, as well as with the end of the
year. December was a time of year
when the weather was at its coldest and
the days were the shortest. It was a time 
of year when the ancient Romans would 
prepare for winter and take stock of 
their supplies. December was also 
associated with the Roman god of the 
underworld, Pluto, and was a time of 
reflection and renewal.

The name “November” comes from the 
Latin word “Novembris,” which means 
“ninth.” In the early Roman calendar, 
November was the ninth month and 
was associated with the start of winter, 
as well as with the end of the harvest 
season. The month is associated with 
Pomona, the Roman goddess of 
agriculture.

The origin of the name "April" is 
uncertain, but it is thought to have come 
from the Latin word "Aprilis," which 
may have been derived from the verb 
"aperire," meaning "to open," possibly 
in reference to the opening of buds and 
flowers in the spring. Another theory is 
that the name comes from the Latin 
word "Aphrodite," the name of the 
ancient Greek goddess of love and 
beauty, as the month was dedicated to 
her in ancient times.

The name "July" is named after Julius 
Caesar, the famous Roman general and 
statesman. In 44 BC, the Roman Senate 
renamed the month of Quintilis to 
"July" in honour of Caesar, who was 
born in that month. In the early Roman 
calendar, July was the fifth month and 
was associated with the arrival of 
summer, as well as with the beginning of 
the harvest season. With the renaming of 
the month in honour of Julius Caesar, it 
became a symbol of his power and the 
beginning of a new era in Roman 
history.

mercury retrograde 

HOW DID THE DAYS GET  
THEIR NAMES?

The seven days of the week are named 
after classical planets in Hellenistic 
astronomy, which were named after 
deities: Sun (Helios); Sunday, Moon 
(Selene); Monday, Mars (Ares); Tuesday, 
Mercury (Hermes); Wednesday, Jupiter 
(Zeus); Thursday, Venus (Aphrodite); 
Friday, Saturn (Cronus); Saturday. This 
naming system originated with the 
Sumerians and was adopted by the 
Babylonians, later embraced by the 
Roman Empire during Late Antiquity 
(3rd-6th centuries). The seven-day week, 
adopted by early Christians from the 
Hebrew calendar, replaced the Roman 
eight-day week. Emperor Constantine 
made it official in 321 CE. These names, 
derived from Roman deities, are still used 
in many languages today, a testament to 
the enduring influence of ancient 
astronomy and culture.

WHEN IS THE FIRST DAY OF  
THE WEEK?

In the grand march of time, cultures 
vary on the week’s start - Saturday, 
Sunday, or Monday. The Geneva-based 
ISO standards organisation uses 
Monday as the first day of the week in 
its ISO week date system through the 
international ISO 8601 standard. 
Europe and China align with this, 
while North America and South Asia 
see Sunday as the start. The Middle 
East and North Africa consider 
Saturday as the week’s beginning.

Unlike Mercury retrogrades, Jupiter 	
retrograde is actually quite a good one. In 
addition to being the planet of luck, 
Jupiter is associated with philosophy and 
spirituality, so Jupiter retrograde is an 
excellent time to cultivate our 
introspective practices, realign our lives 
with updated beliefs and adjust to live 
accordingly. Jupiter retracing its steps, 
enables us to spend more time exploring 
any opportunities we may have missed.

venus retrograde 

Every 19 months, Venus appears to 
move backward in the sky, an illusion 
called retrograde motion caused by 
Earth's and Venus's different orbital 
speeds.

During 
Venus retrograde, we re-evaluate what 
we value. Astrologers advise against 
starting new relationships or financial 
ventures during this time, as delays and 
confusion are likely.

Saturn, the guardian of boundaries,
limitations, responsibilities, discipline, 
and authority, shapes our experiences.

When Uranus is retrograde for up to 6 
months a year, we may find a stronger 
urge to rebel or do things as we have 
never done before.

Neptune, the planet of dreams and 
intuition, enhances our creativity and 
introspection during its retrograde 
period. Neptune retrograde is a time for 
exploring our inner world, especially 
through artistic expressions like music, 
writing, and art. It's an opportunity to 
connect with our deeper selves and 
nurture our sensitivities. This period 
prompts us to re-evaluate our dreams 
and align them with our life path. It 
helps us make realistic choices regarding 
our ambitions, keeping us grounded 
while moving forward. Unlike the 
intense retrogrades of Pluto or Saturn, 
Neptune's influence is subtle. It 
encourages a gentle introspection, 
focusing on future possibilities rather 
than dwelling on the past. Use this time 
for self-care, creative exploration, and 
aligning your dreams with reality.

Mercury appears to move backward in 
the sky three or four times a year for 
about 3 weeks. This is an illusion called 
Mercury retrograde, caused by Earth's 
and Mercury's different orbital speeds. 
Mercury, the planet of communication, 
rules our lower mind, affecting how we 
perceive, interpret, and relay 
information. It governs speaking, 
writing, learning, and listening. As the 
planet of trade, it influences 
negotiations, contracts, and travel. 
During Mercury retrograde, these areas 
can become confused. Decision-making 
is challenged, and delays are common. 
It's not advisable to sign contracts or 
launch new businesses. However, it's a 
good time for reflection, reorganisation, 
and reviewing past work. Before 
Mercury retrograde, double-check your 
work and communication. 
Misunderstandings are more likely. Be 
patient and clarify your intentions to 
avoid misinterpretations. Use this 
period for introspection and exploring 
new perspectives.
